When you first arrive at Caddy, the first building you are likely to see is the Main Lodge. The Lodge is the heart of camp, con-

taining the Kitchen, Dining Hall, Infirmary and Collectibles Display. From the rafters hang banners from Camp sessions of 

the past years. The open area in front of the Lodge is known as the Parade Square. This area is used for morning Colours, 

Guides Own and can be utilized for some wide games.  

 

Caddy Lake Camp is divided into four main sitesð Poplar Grove, Cliff Crest, Bracken Brae and Jack Pine. The tents are on 

raised platforms equipped with four cots with mattresses.  

  Cliff Crestð6 tents, sleeps 24  Bracken Braeð8 tents, sleeps 32 

  Poplar Groveð6 tents, sleeps 24  Jack Pineð9 tents, sleeps 36  

Each site comes with its own shelterðfor cooking and program work. Inside the cook shelter you will find two fire pits, two picnic 

tables and benches for gathering. Each site also has its own water supply.  

 

Tajarõs Place is our  newly renovated winterized cabinðwhich sleeps 16 in bunk beds and features a spacious living area, 

kitchen area and large table for eating and/or conducting activities. 

 

The Big Jinx is the centralized washroom and shower facility. There is also a Waterfront Jinx and a Cookôs Only Jinx.  

Campfire Circle, Lookout Point and the Playing Field are additional areas at camp that are available for use during rentals.  

The Waterfront is a private beach on a secluded bay, complete with a modern dock.

Your final numbers and list of campers are due to the 

Camp Office 7 days before the start of your camp.
